Rehearsals: Attend rehearsals as scheduled, collaborating with the director and fellow 
actors to refine performances.  
● Educational Engagement: Participate in post-performance discussions, Q&A sessions, 
or workshops with students to deepen their understanding of the themes presented. ●
